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TRACY JANE COMER EARNS DUAL NOMINATIONS AGAIN IN UPCOMING 
MADISON AREA MUSIC AWARDS
Madison, WI, March 2005 – Madison-based recording artist Tracy Jane Comer is again a double-nominee for the upcoming Madison Area Music Awards (MAMAs), under the categories of BEST ACOUSTIC ALBUM (for her Nov. 2004 release, Quietly There) and BEST ACOUSTIC ARTIST (for her work with the folk trio Sticky Fingers). These nominations echo her honors in the 2004 MAMAs when she was also a double nominee in the same categories, for her solo work and for her debut album, Second Wind (late 2002 release). The 2005 MAMAs will be presented at a Grammy’s-style awards ceremony on March 26 at the Union Theater in Madison; tickets are available for the general public. See www.themamas.org for more.

Comer’s latest full-length album, entitled Quietly There, was released in mid-November and is receiving attention and rave reviews. As noted in a recent review, the collection reflects the breadth of Tracy’s diverse musical experiences: "Although her music is acoustic based the arrangements go much deeper, culling from classical, folk, jazz, pop and rock...Comer's work is diverse and dynamic. Upon each listen more subtle sounds and styles unfold..." (Kweevak.com, March 2005 review). This dynamic contemporary collection, produced by Randy Green, includes thirteen originals plus one Lennon/McCartney song, with material ranging from powerful acoustic rock ensemble arrangements to virtuoso solo instrumentals and intimate ballads. In addition to Tracy’s own performances (vocals, guitar, piano, cello) and those of producer/manager Randy Green (acoustic and electric guitar, bass, piano and organ), guest musicians include Rock Williams (vintage drums and percussion), Steve Kasprzak (upright bass), Bryan Husk (tenor saxophone), Candace Kreitlow (orchestral harp), and Katie Waldren (hammered dulcimer). 

Originally from North Carolina but now based in Madison, WI, Tracy was recently the subject of a feature article/interview in Midwest Folk magazine (Winter issue; see www.midwestfolk.com). She was also recently featured by Indie-Music.com and by the International Acoustic Music Awards, and has had several songs from the new album topping the charts at popular Internet sites such as Broadjam.com and Indie-Music.com. She maintains a busy performing schedule in and around Madison, appearing solo or with her producer/colleague Randy Green, and is planning some wider touring to support the release of Quietly There including several performances in the Carolinas in April/May. “This has been a fantastic year for me, with many new opportunities and growing support as I have made the transition to being a full-time musician, and I am looking forward to taking my music to new audiences.”


Tracy’s highly acclaimed debut CD from late 2002, Second Wind, contains two tracks that have been honored by Song of the Year International Songwriting Competition in the Folk category (A Father’s Lament and The Heart Remembers). She has become a frequent guest on Madison area radio and television programs including Wisconsin Public Radio’s Higher Ground, WORT’s Pastures of Plenty, WYOU-TV’s Worth Watching, WISC-TV3/UPN14’s Urban Theater, WYOU’s Perpetual Commotion and WB57’s Friday Night Jam. She has opened shows for notables such as Peter Mulvey, LJ Booth, Mary McCaslin, Cathy Barton, and Celia.

In addition to Quietly There and her previous full length album Second Wind, Tracy also has a live studio solo EP (Tracy Jane Comer: Solo Guitar and Vocals, six tracks) and a WYOU television concert video available, plus a full length album with the acoustic trio Sticky Fingers. Her music also appears on two compilations released on the Spiritone Records label (Words and One on One).
