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Tracy Jane Comer to perform at Miller’s Country Stage on Sunday, August 14
Madison, WI, July 2005 – Singer/songwriter Tracy Jane Comer, a North Carolina native now based in Madison, WI will perform at Miller’s Country Stage in Land O’ Lakes, WI on Sunday, August 14, 2005 starting at  3:00 pm. The concert is part of a series of six shows held at the venue this summer. Comer is currently promoting her latest CD, Quietly There. 

Quietly There was released in mid-November and is receiving rave reviews, including a nomination for Best Acoustic Album in the 2005 Madison Area Music Awards. This dynamic contemporary acoustic collection, produced by Randy Green, includes thirteen originals plus a noteworthy rendition of Lennon and McCartney’s “Eleanor Rigby.” The material, which ranges from powerful ensemble arrangements to virtuoso solo instrumentals and intimate ballads, reflects the breadth of Tracy’s diverse musical experiences: "Although her music is acoustic-based, the arrangements go much deeper, culling from classical, folk, jazz, pop and rock...Comer's work is diverse and dynamic. Upon each listen more subtle sounds and styles unfold..." (Kweevak.com, March 2005 CD review).  

Tracy performs multi-flavored modern folk-rock, accompanying herself on guitar and piano. As stated in a recent review, “Comparisons to other adult contemporary artists such as Mary Chapin Carpenter, Shawn Colvin, and Dar Williams are inevitable, though she displays more range of style than any of them…Given her background in everything from classical to rock, including theater, choral, sacred and folk, the spectrum of genres covered shouldn't be a surprise...” (Rick’s Café, December 2004). Tracy has also frequently been compared to greats such as Joni Mitchell, Joan Baez, Judy Collins, Patty Larkin, and Emily Saliers (Indigo Girls).

Tracy began publicly performing as a singer/songwriter in the late ‘90s and gained notice quickly. She released her first solo album, Second Wind, as well as a self-titled album with Madison folk trio Sticky Fingers, in late 2002. Tracy also has a live studio solo EP from early 2004 (Tracy Jane Comer: Solo Guitar and Vocals, six tracks) and a WYOU television concert video. Her music also appears on two compilations of Wisconsin artists published by Spiritone Records (Words and One on One).


Tracy was recently the subject of a feature article/interview in Midwest Folk magazine. She maintains a busy performing schedule in and outside of Madison, appearing solo or with her producer/colleague Randy Green and also as part of the trio Sticky Fingers. She has become a frequent guest on Madison area radio and television programs and has performed five full television concerts to date. She has opened shows for notables such as Peter Mulvey, LJ Booth, Mary McCaslin, and Cathy Barton.

Tracy earned four nominations by the Madison Area Music Awards in the last two years: Best Acoustic Album for her debut CD, Second Wind (2004) and for her current CD, Quietly There (2005), plus Best Acoustic Artist in 2004 for her solo work and in 2005 as part of Sticky Fingers trio. She has been honored three times by Song of the Year International Songwriting Competition in the Folk category and is a recipient of the ASCAP Plus Award. Her music is now being played on Internet and FM radio across the U.S. as well as in Canada, U.K., Australia, Germany, and Japan.

Miller’s Country Stage is located seven miles west of Land O' Lakes on County Hwy. B. It is quickly becoming northern Wisconsin’s primary acoustic music venue, offering six shows in its Sunday afternoon series. Other performers in this year’s lineup include Johnsmith,  Kevin McMullin, LJ Booth, Rich Prezioso, and Peter & Lou Berryman. Tickets for each concert are $15; season discounts are available.
