Madison, WI, February 2006 – Award-winning singer/songwriter Tracy Jane Comer, a North Carolina native now based in Madison, WI, will perform at The Cuda Café in downtown Deerfield on Saturday, March 4, 2006, starting at  8:00 pm. Tracy performs multi-flavored modern folk-rock, accompanying herself on guitar and piano. Joining her on additional guitar and piano for the show will be artist/producer Randy Green, proprietor of Randy’s Recording (Cottage Grove, WI).


Tracy performs multi-flavored contemporary folk music that draws from her diverse musical experiences, as described in this review: "Although her music is acoustic-based, the arrangements go much deeper, culling from classical, folk, jazz, pop and rock...Comer's work is diverse and dynamic…" (Kweevak.com, March 2005). Her songwriting has been said to be “reminiscent of classic balladeers like Joan Baez, complete with lyrics that combines social consciousness with personal issues” (The Onion, January 2006). A highly accomplished instrumentalist on guitar, piano, and cello, her music includes both vocal and instrumental works.  Tracy is often compared to singer/songwriter greats such as Joni Mitchell, Shawn Colvin, and Dar Williams, as well as guitar mavens Patty Larkin and Emily Saliers (Indigo Girls).


Tracy is currently promoting her latest CD, Quietly There, which was released in November of 2004 and was nominated for Best Acoustic Album in the 2005 Madison Area Music Awards (MAMAs). Tracy also earned MAMA nominations for Best Acoustic Artist in 2004 (as soloist) and 2005 (as part of the trio Sticky Fingers) as well as Best Acoustic Album for her debut CD, Second Wind, in  2004. She has been honored three times by VH-1’s Song of the Year International Songwriting Competition and is a two-time recipient of the ASCAP Plus Award. Her music has been aired on MTV’s reality show Made and is receiving airplay on FM/AM, Internet, and satellite radio on four continents. 


Tracy recently opened a series of tour shows for Willy Porter and has also opened or shared shows with notables such as The Wailin’ Jennys, LJ Booth, Peter Mulvey, Mary McCaslin, and Cathy Barton. She maintains a busy performing schedule in and outside of Madison, as a soloist and also as part of the folk trio Sticky Fingers. She has been a frequent guest on Madison area radio and television programs and has performed five full television concerts to date.
